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How to successfully complete first year:

1. You must follow your program closely — take the appropriate classes outlined for your
degree. The most up-to-date program requirements are always listed on the UBC
Calendar at www.students.ubc.ca/calendar (click on ‘Faculties, Colleges, and Schools’
and then on ‘Forestry’).

2. You must pass at least 60% of the total number of credits attempted in both Terms 1
and 2 (summer classes are not included).

3. You must also obtain an average grade of at least 60% in both Terms 1 and 2, including
any failed courses (summer classes are not included). If your average for Terms 1 and 2
is at least 55%, but less than 60%, you will be placed on academic probation and will be
sent a letter outlining additional steps you must take in order to remain in your program.
If you do not meet the criteria noted above, you will be asked to leave UBC for at least
one year. Following this probationary period, you may re-apply to UBC but you must
complete at least 12 credits at a college during your time away.
